Description

The protein encoded by this gene binds the epidermal growth factor receptor and 

contains one SH2 domain and two SH3 domains. Its two SH3 domains direct complex 

formation with proline-rich regions of other proteins, and its SH2 domain binds 

tyrosine phosphorylated sequences. This gene is similar to the Sem5 gene of 

C.elegans, which is involved in the signal transduction pathway. Two alternatively 

spliced transcript variants encoding different isoforms have been found for this gene.

Storage
The protein is stored in PBS buffer at -20℃. Avoid repeated freezing and thawing 

cycles.

Storage Buffer
1M PBS (58mM Na2HPO4,17mM NaH2PO4, 68mM NaCl, pH8. ) added with 300mM 

Imidazole and 0.7% Sarcosyl, 15%glycerol.
